Age Limit: Players born on or after 1* January 1983.

Proof of Age:

Every participant must produce a valid certificate to prove his/her age and also his/her AICF Identity Card.
Players without such valid documents will not be allowed to participate.

Eligibility: Subject to age limit the following players can participate:

If any Association fails to send
its full quota, the vacancies so caused shall not be filled.

The top Two from the Last National Junior Championship.

Current World Champion in any category

Current World Junior 2™ and 3" place

Current Asian Junior Champion.
Champions of Current National “B” &” A”
A nominee of the Hon. Secretary, AICF.

Tournament Committee:

A Tournament committee consisting of the Chief Arbiter, Hon. Secretary of AICF or his representative,
two members from the Organizing State and one member from anyone of the participating states will
constitute the Tournament Committee

Tournament Format:

The Championship shall be 9 rounds Swiss under FIDE Laws of Chess. The games will be played in one
Single session with the time control is 90 minutes for each player for the entire game with 30 seconds
increment per move from one. Any changes shall be informed before the commencement of the event.
Chess Clocks:

Each participating Association must provide at least One Chess Clock in working Condition for every
TWO players entered in the Tournament.(This is compulsory)

Tie Break: Progressive tie break Rules will be applied.

Protest:

Protest, if any against the decision of the Chief Arbiter shall be made in writing with a protest fee of
Rs.500/- within 30 Minutes of the occurrence of the incident. The amount shall be refunded if the appeal is

upheld.

Appeals Committee:

A five member committee of Appeal with two reserves shall be formed from amongst the senior
participants and officials present at the Manager’s Meeting to be held at the venue on the Inaugural day.
All the five members and two reserves shall be from different States. No Member of the committee can
vote on a dispute in which a player from his own unit is involved and in such case the reserve member(s)
shall take his/her place in the committee.

Note to Participants

Players should not bring their mobile Phone in the Tournament Hall.
No participant shall leave the venue before the prize distribution function without the permission of the
chief Arbiter. Participants disregarding this rule are liable to be placed under suspension for one year.




Interpretation:

For interpretation of the Rule(s) and for deciding any point not covered by the above rules of the
Tournament, the decision of the Tournament committee shall be final and binding on all. The Tournament
committee has every right to make any addition or amendment to these rules without notice. Such changes
shall, however, be displayed in the Tournament hall.

Registration of players:

Only AICF registered players are allowed to take part in this Tournament. For unregistered players AICF
registration facility is available at the venue on payment of Rs. 250/ -. Players to avail such facility will
have to submit Two Stamp size photographs also. The players who are already registered with AICF
should produce proof thereof.
